Thesis Statements:
The Wolf serves as a metaphor in Perrault’s and Calvino’s stories.
Due to the many adaptations of the story, Little Red’s fate has been either death or survival. Both Fates are seen in two adaptations from The Classic Fairy Tales (Norton Critical Editions): The Story of Grandmother by Paul Delarue, and Little Red Riding Hood by Charles Perrault.

First Sentences:

4. Perrault’s “Little Red Riding Hood” depicts LRRH as a young beautiful but naïve woman.

2. There are many similarities and differences with both adaptations.

3. Little Red Riding Hood survived in Delarue’s story, but died in Perrault’s.

2. Few similarities exist between “The Story of Grandmother” and “The Little Girl and the Wolf,” in the specifics of these similarities lay differences.

3. Being the longer of the two, “The Story of Grandmother” has much more happening than “The Little Girl and the Wolf’ which is more concise and straight to the point.
